    She was born at Perivolia of Figalia (Olympia) and has studied physics in the School of Physics and Mathematics of the National and Kapodistrian University of Athens, she  has earned a MSc degree with scholarship in the Research Center “Democritus” and a PhD degree in the N. and K. University of Athens (1978). She is the first Greek woman Professor elected in the field of High Energy Physics. 
    She has been working on research (as Fellow) and later as Scientific Associate in the Nuclear European Laboratory CERN in experiments as group leader, as Research Visitor in the Stanford Laboratory (SLAC) at California, as researcher with “Fulbright” Award in Fermilab Laboratory at Chicago and as group leader of a research team in an experiment of the Research Center DESY at Hamburg Germany. The recent years is working on research for Exotic Physics in the ATLAS experiment.  
    She has been elected President of the Scientific Hellenic Society for High Energy Physics. She has been Coordinator of the Research & Technology Committee of the “PERIKTIONI” Network of educated women, under the support of GSRT, which succeeded the Article 57 to be included in the framework of Law for R&T (2008), with the main aim more women to occupy higher positions in National and Scientific Committees. She is also a member of the MFHR Committee against the Nuclear Threats and a member of the Board of “Greek League for Women’s Rights”.
